2. LEDGER ENTRY NO. 2 — ISSUANCE OF THE OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVE 

2.1 Act Recorded: 

Issuance of Operational Directive — Institutional Series, Issue No. 2, giving formal 

instruction for the activation of Council structures, treasury pathways, ledger authority, 

burial ground acquisition, and the establishment of ethnocultural territorial logic for the 

Australish people. 

2.2 Authority: 

Made under the powers vested in the Keeper of the Charter by Section VII — On 

Treasury, Ledger, and Witness, and ratified by the Council’s formation under Section IX of 

The Australish Declaration. 

2.3 Purpose: 

To move the Council from existence in principle to existence in motion, establishing 

institutional trajectory, financial sovereignty planning, and the first operational objectives 

necessary for peoplehood endurance within the Commonwealth.

House of Rosina, establishing the financial base necessary for the Council to act in law, in 

record, and in public standing. 

3.2 Authority: 

Act made under Section VII — On Treasury, Ledger, and Witness, by the Keeper of the 

Charter, with patrimonial funds contributed in trust for the formation of the Council’s legal 

identity and registration. 

3.3 Purpose: 

To mark the opening of the Treasury not as public fundraising, but as an act of 

peoplehood in which a household commits its own means to move the Council from 

declaration to incorporation and ACNC standing.
